Give the reliever inhaler 6-10 puffs every 4 hours with a spacer if you
have one.

Contact the GP for an urgent appointment or attend A&E department.

Continue to use all prescribed asthma medications

Monitor your child’s symptoms closely
and repeat steps if required.

Does your childs medication not seem to be working or do they need it
again within an hour of their last dose?

Is your child’s chest not moving much when they breathe?
Is your child unable to speak in sentences?
Is your child blue around their lips or tongue?

Is your child very sleepy and confused?

CALL 999 for an ambulance or take your child to A&E
department.

Continue to use reliever inhaler until help arrives.
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
